Title - Senior Software Engineer

· Nov 99 – I attended a Java programming training course and have been asked to continue learning, partly through Computer Based Training (CBT) and partly using Sun’s Java tutorial.

· Sep 98 – Research & Development. My first month in R&D saw me testing Syseca’s Scadasoft product, which was implemented using a number of ActiveX components written in VC++. The tests were mainly performed using Developer Studio’s Test Container. 

Since then most of my time has been working on a prototype for an Energy Trading System, developed in Visual C++. My requirements came initially from government proposal documents and then from Marketing and subsequent Customer feedback. The application’s different screens represent a trader’s current portfolio and help balance (or risk) his current contract position.

Starting out as being dialog based it was later re-written using the more popular MDI architecture. The application uses ODBC with an Access database and makes extensive use of Microsoft’s ActiveX Chart Control.

It also uses Excel’s COM interface to allow the trader to open existing spreadsheets, make modifications and re-import that data into the application. The ability to export data from the application to create new worksheets and Excel graphs was also added.

Other work has been on a Rail Management R&D project written in Visual C++. This prototype has been re-started and is being migrated from Access to Oracle, where my involvement is mainly consultative as the team have little Visual C++ development experience.

· Jun 98 – Trainer. I spent 3 months designing and developing a training course on Visual C++ with MFC. The course material was divided between a colleague and myself. My area was on the key MFC classes for implementing Microsoft’s ‘framework’ (days 1-2 of 5 day course). Starting from scratch (no class wizards) the students would begin by creating an Application class and then gradually build up the classes by adding Frame, View and Document classes. I then went on to cover message handling and Document Templates. Day 4 was my other area, which covered writing ODBC database applications using MFC classes, namely Recordset and RecordView. I have delivered this course both to internal staff and customers alike.

· Feb 98 – Trainer. I joined our Customer Training department where I had to design, develop and deliver training to the customer on software Syseca were supplying to Hinkley Point ‘B’ power station. Another course I have developed/delivered is ‘Peer Review’ – a method for reviewing a colleagues work in a rigorous and pre-defined way that aims to ensure consistency and quality of work produced.

· Other experience includes team leadership, software design and Ada programming skills on large industrial projects.

· I have also been involved in a number of evaluation exercises of software tool vendor products including Select, Rational Rose and Magic.
